Captain Carlyle reported that the reserve ambulance unit is still being worked on.

Captain Carlyle reported that Ground Emergency Medical Transport (GEMT) submittal was
completed. There is no timeframe scheduled for the next audit. He thanked District Secretary
Bradley who helped to get the report completed.

o Commissioner Russell reported that the team is ready to move forward with the
lowest bidder. Commissioner Hill reported that he just received the information and
made a motion to wait on approving the resolution to award the bid. Commissioner
Russell suggested that the board move forward with the first resolution today and
wait until the next commissioner’s meeting for the alternate bid’s resolution.
Commissioner Couch agreed with Commissioner Hill that the board needs to wait
until the information is reviewed unless Commissioner Russell and the team had a
reason why we need to approve the first resolution tonight. Commissioner Russell
suggested that the alternate bids can be discussed but he recommended moving
forward with the lowest bidder so the contractor can get the process started.
Commissioner Russell explained the reasons why each alternate was selected.

=  Commissioner Russell reported that the additional bays cost is reasonable,
and the cost would go up in the future if we decided not to do the additional
bays now.

* The additional generator will give the advantage to Station 430 to operate
effectively. Lieutenant Longie reported that the generator is offered at a
reasonable price and the team recommended moving forward. Mr. Toews
concurred with Lieutenant Longie.

o Commissioner Hill reported that he is concerned that we are making decisions in
millions of dollars and there is a limited dollar amount to be shared between the
apparatus and station projects. He reported that the board needs to see all the costs
and make an informed decision to utilize tax dollars effectively. Commissioner
Russell reported that he would not want to wait too long. Commissioner Hill asked
for the board to meet in two weeks so he could review the information and make an
informed decision. Commissioner Russell reported that G2 offered the lowest base
bid and he is ready to move forward with the company. Commissioner Hill will give
an apparatus recommendation report at the next meeting.

Commissioner Russell made a motion to approve Resolution 2019-07 Station 430 Bid Award,
seconded by Commissioner Couch and the motion carried.

Based on the fact that Commissioner Hill had not received the financial estimate of base bid,
architecture costs, consulting costs, taxes, special inspections, and contingency from the Chief on
October 3™ 2019 when the Chief sent the information to Commissioners Russel and Couch,
Commissioner Hill made the motion to table Resolution 2019-08 Station Alternate Bids until the next
regularly scheduled meeting. This motioned died for lack of a second.
